2007 Route Details

Following a highly successful
event in 2006 we are broadly
sticking with the same stages,
route and order. However there
are a few changes:

Firstly, the Service Park is being
moved from Felindre to a new
location closer to the heart of
the City of Swansea called SA1
Swansea Waterfront.

Secondly, the start and pnish
locations are being moved to a
location adjacent to City Hall in
Cardiff.

Thirdly, cars competing on the
Millennium Stadium Special Stage
will be starting around 2 hours
later on the Saturday evening (at
7pm) and all the entertainment
will be prior to the 1st car.

Finally, the stage timings on both
Friday and Saturday have been
adjusted so all competitors will
tackle Rheola 2 and Halfway 2
in the dark - leading to bright
spotlights, glowing brakedisks
and an atmosphere and spectacle
more akin to the Rally GB of past
years.
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
